Constitution of the William & Mary Ice Hockey Club

Article 1

Name

· The name of this organization shall be the William & Mary Ice Hockey Club.

Article 2

Purpose 

· The purpose of this organization shall be to participate in organized ice hockey at the college level, playing in the Blue Ridge Hockey Conference or an equivalent, while representing the College of William & Mary in all its activities.

Article 3

Membership
· Membership shall be open to all those students, alumni, administrators, faculty, and staff within the affiliation of William & Mary.

Article 4

Officers

· The officers of this organization shall be a President, a Treasurer, a Club Sports liaison, and a League liaison. A Recreational Sports Travel Representative will also be required. 
· A Captain and two Assistant Captains will be elected to represent the Club at ice hockey games. 

· Only currently enrolled students at the College of William & Mary can hold office.

     The President(s) shall:

a) Preside over all meetings of this organization.

b) Inform members of all meetings.

c) Make sure all officers are effectively performing their duties.

d) Take into account injuries and availability of players when choosing players for games.

e) Meet with Recreational Sports Club Director prior to the season’s start in the Fall and prior to leaving campus in the Spring.

f) Attend any and all meetings of the Recreational Sports Department.

     The Treasurer shall:

a) Be responsible for payments to the rink, referees, the league, and other financial matters.

b) Maintain a budget, keeping in mind player dues and school contributions.

c) Determine an exact figure for player dues for the semester, as early as possible.

d) Be a signatory of the team bank account, and maintain the relevant paperwork to keep that account solvent.

e) Draw up, at the request of the president, an accounting sheet showing all club fiscal activity during the current semester.

     The Club Sports Liaison shall:

a) Maintain the team roster.

b) Keep record of the Club’s budget.

c) Meet with Recreational Sports Club Director regularly (a monthly basis is a good minimum).

The League Liaison shall:

a) Maintain a relationship between the Blue Ridge Hockey Conference (or equivalent) and the team.

b) Be responsible, under the direction of the president, for the scheduling of games against other collegiate hockey teams.

c) Be responsible for the scheduling of referees to officiate those games.

d) Complete and submit all forms required by the Blue Ridge Hockey Conference (or equivalent).

     The Captain shall:

a) Represent the club at all games.

b) Handle any problems between players, teams, referees, etc. during games.

c) Ensure that all players are in attendance for practices and games.

     The Assistant Captains shall:

a) Act as captain in the case of absence of the Captain.

b) Be responsible for the equipment of this organization.

The Travel Representative shall:

a) Be the point of contact for all things dealing with travel, reimbursements, and waivers with respect to Recreational sports.
Article 6

Elections & Appointments

· Election of the officers shall take place in February of the Spring semester.

· A majority of votes from those present shall elect these officers.

· Quorum for any club elections will be half of the membership.

· A vote of 2/3 majority is needed for petitioning removal of an officer.

Article 7

Meetings

· The President shall determine when meetings are necessary/desirable for the conduct of club business. 

· Meetings will be held in the Rec Center classroom.

Article 8

Dues

· Dues shall be paid by each member of the organization each semester.

· The amount to be paid shall be determined by the treasurer, in consultation with the president, and will be ratified by a 2/3 majority of the membership..

· This amount will be approved by a majority of the membership.

Article 9

Attendance

· Attendance at every game and practice shall be expected.

· Special circumstances exist which can excuse absence from games and practices.

· Excusing the player from practices and games will be the sole province of the coach and captain.

· It is the responsibility of the player to notify both the coach and captain when he/she will miss practice.

· All eligible members of the team must be Van Certified as well as First Aid/CPR certified in accordance with school policy. 

Article 10

Amendments

· Amendments to this constitution shall be submitted by any member of the club.
· Proposed amendments will be voted upon at the next meeting.

· A 2/3 majority of the membership is needed for the adoption of amendments.

· Approval of the changes rests with the Director of Student Activities.

Article 11

Ratification
· This constitution was ratified by a majority of the membership.
